Near the center of North America, the Plains people lived on vast stretches of open land.

In areas where some trees could be found, people made homes out of sticks and a
mixture of grass and dirt. These homes were called lodges. But the plains had very few
rees, s many people also used animal hides to make their homes, which were called
tepees.

Perhaps the most important resource for the Plains people was the buffalo, which
roamed the plains in huge herds. Hunting buffalo was an important ritual. Some groups
hunted with spears and arrows, while others drove groups of buffalo off ciffs. When
